


Investment Manager commentary 
The Trust achieved a return of 0.76% for February compared to 
the UBS Global Infrastructure and Utilities 50/50 Index (“Index”) 
which returned 0.39% over the same period. 

The Trust’s UK water positions were again the main contributor, 
while most other positions were neutral. Takeover speculation 
early in the month about one of the Trust’s water utilities, 
Northumbrian Water Group, pushed the stock up over 10%. 
The speculation was subsequently denied and it finished the 
month up 7%. This activity helped drag the Trust’s other water 
utility positions higher.

The Trust continues to focus on companies with relatively 
secure revenue and profitability, solid balance sheets and 
valuations that look favourable on an ungeared basis. The run 
up in equity markets over the past twelve months has made 
new opportunities more difficult to find and this is reflected 
in the Trust’s cash holding. The price of many stocks seems 
to reflect an ongoing, durable rebound in economic activity, 
with little allowance for a meaningful set-back. The Trust is 
well placed to take advantage of new opportunities when they 
become available.

At the end of February, the Trust was 71% invested in global 
infrastructure and utility stocks and 29% in cash and other 
assets.

At the end of February, call options had been sold over 
approximately 20% and put options purchased over 
approximately 30% of the underlying stock positions. In 
addition, the Trust currently has no debt.
